Day 1: Geraldton Anglican Cathedral: Thank God for the many  

people who are members of the Cathedral community. Pray for us 

to faithfully study God’s word & grow in love for Jesus & each other.  

Day 2: 8 am service: Thank God for the small but faithful group 

which meets at 8am. Pray that we would live a life of thankfulness & 

joy,    despite the frustrations & challenges of old age & illness. Pray 

for this service to grow. 

Day 3: 10 am service: Thank God for the many different gifts he has 

given to members of this service, & for their willingness to use them 

to serve him. Pray that new people will join this service.  

Day 4: 5 pm service: Thank God for the freedom to meet up as   

Christians in Australia. Ask God to equip us with the courage &     

boldness to share the good news of the gospel with others & invite 

people to at church. Pray for this service to attract young people & 

students. 

Day 5: Wed 10 am service Pray for David Hilton as he leads this    

service which is attended by a regular group, many of whom     

struggle with the longer services on Sunday. Pray it will grow & that 

many  people will find eternal life. 

Day 6 Youth Group Friday night: Thanks for the small group of 

faithful young people who come along each week.

Day 7 Youth Bible Study: Thank God for the interesting &           

challenging discussions we have as we study God’s word on      

Sunday afternoons.
